3) Previous Minutes
a) General Meeting – March 17, 2026
A MOTION was made by Lloyd Helgeson to approve the general meeting minutes for March 17, 2026. It was 2nd by Tyler Spriggs and the motion carried. 

4) City Attorney – Zenas Baer – Not present to report. 

5) City Engineer – Moore Engineering – Zenas recommends removing Exhibit 1 in the project contract with Moore Engineering. Brandon will contact Zenas for approved wording for the contract. Updated timeline plans & specs approval in May, design committee meeting late May early June, bid opening in August and job completion by fall 2027. We may hold the public hearing in May prior to the general meeting on the 19th, but Brandon will coordinate with Ehlers before we set the time and date. Project teams meetings will be attended by Bob and Lloyd if it is to do with the design and Bob and Tom if it is to do with funding. 
A MOTION was made by Tom Berglind to approve the project contract with Moore Engineering after the Zenas approved changes are made. It was 2nd by Llyod Helgeson and the motion carried. 

6) Amendments to Agenda – None.

7) Citizens’ Concerns – Bob has had some complaints about unlicensed cars being a nuisance.

8) Water/Sewer Department – Pathogen Defense Technologies – Jake was unable to attend, but Dave emailed notes for the meeting. 880,000 gallons of water was filtered last month. The 1st quarter arsenic result continues to be well below the limit 2.8 mg/L with a safe limit of 10 mg/L. The fluoride tank level sensor has been replaced and was covered under warranty. Both wells were inspected by Clint’s Well Service, both passed inspection. The well caps are below the 18-inch code, but they recommended leaving as is unless the state requires us to change them. 5 more transmitters were replaced this month and there may be another 100 or more needing replacement soon. The elevator water meter has been installed, waiting for the backflow certification. 2nd quarter water quality samples have been sent in. The ponds will be discharged in May. 

          9) Maintenance Department – Lloyd Helgeson – After the fire stag the sink in the kitchen
               was leaking, a toilet tank was cracked and another toilet was clogged, Lloyd repaired all 
               damages. The Lions also left 20 bottles of alcohol in the community center which 
               should have been locked up. Some stop signs will be replaced.

             a) City Alleyway – Zenas has been in contact with the property owner who March 13th
                          agreed to move the vehicle blocking the alleyway. Zenas again contacted the 
                  property owner on April 1st and as of today 1 vehicle remains blocking the alleyway. 
                  Zenas has recommend a trespass citation due to noncompliance.

f) Streets – Lloyd Helgeson – Tom informed the council on the HWY 52 roundabout that is set to start soon.
